Q:  What do I do with my Christmas Tree?

A:  Pittsburg Disposal is offering after-holiday 
pick-up and recycling of all Christmas trees 
up to 5 feet tall.  After removing lights, 
ornaments, tinsel and tree stand, please place 

your tree at the curb with your other debris.  If your tree is over 5 feet tall, 
please cut it in half and place it on the curb.  Our drivers will pick-up your tree 
on your regular collection day so it can be recycled.  Flocked trees are NOT 
recyclable, but we will be happy to collect your flocked tree at the curb.  Any 
questions, contact Pittsburg Disposal Service at (925) 432-6262.

Q:  Is wrapping paper & ribbon recyclable? 

A:  MOST wrapping paper is NOT recyclable.  
Wrapping paper is often dyed or laminated. It can also 
contain non-paper additives, such as gold and silver 
coloring, glitter and plastics, in addition to having tape 
on it.  Ribbon is NOT recyclable and can damage the 
recycling machine.  Please throw ribbon & wrapping 

paper in your brown garbage toter.  Next Christmas, look for recyclable 
wrapping paper, which can be placed in your blue recycling toter.

Pittsburg Disposal Service will be picking up on Friday, December 

24 and Friday, December 31 on our regular collection schedule.  

We are closed Christmas and New Years Day.  Our best to you for

1.	 Garbage service is mandatory in the City of Pittsburg.

2.	 Residential bills are sent to customers every month, 
at the beginning of the month & due upon arrival.  
Payment for service is due upon receipt of our invoice.  
Past due bills require pulling all three toters & a charge for 
removing is included.

3.	 Customers who have not paid by the last day of the 
month following the billing month will have their 
service stopped.  (For example, if a customer does not 
pay for January and February service, their accounts 
will be stopped on February 28th for lack of payment.)  
Customers will receive a reminder statement stating that 
service has been stopped.  Pittsburg Disposal will pull all 
3 toters, 15 days after the stop date.

4.	 If service has been stopped, customers must pay 
the entire balance to resume service, including the 
month the toters were scheduled to be removed.  (For 
example, a customer that was billed in January, and was 

stopped on February 28th must pay for January, February 
and March to resume service.)

5.	 All accounts resumed after toters are pulled will 
receive a RECONNECT fee of $20 per toter pulled.  
Accounts resumed prior to toters being pulled will not 
receive a reconnect fee.

6.	 Customers must pay by cash, check, money order, 
Visa or Mastercard.  Returned checks will be charged a 
$25.00 fee per check.  Accounts stopped due to a returned 
check must be paid by cash, money order or certified 
check. 

7.	 All Pittsburg bills may be paid online at www.
pittsburgdisposal.com or in person Monday through 
Friday, 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. at 180 East Leland  in 
Pittsburg.  Beginning January 10th, our new office address 
is 981 Railroad Avenue, Monday through Friday, 8:00 am 
to 5:00 pm.  Payments can be mailed to Post Office Box 
5397, Concord, CA  94524.

Two weeks prior to your clean-up days, 
you will receive a card in the mail informing 
you of the pickup date for your residence and 
what items are eligible for pickup.

Please place toters in the street with wheels against the curb.

All toter lids must be closed.

Please allow a minimum of 3 feet between toters and a 5 foot 
distance from other objects like parked cars.

We will repair or replace toters as needed.  Additional fees will be 
assessed for toters that are burned, damaged, or pulled due to an 
unpaid bill.

If you have additional garbage, recycling or green waste, please call 
our office at least 24 hours in advance for pricing and we will notify 
our driver of the extra items.

All toters should be at the curb by 5:00 a.m. the day of collection 
service and returned to the garage or behind the gate no later than 
24 hours after pick-up.

If you have extra garbage, please bring 
it to Contra Costa Waste Services, also 
known as the Recycling Center & Transfer 
Station, located at 1300 Loveridge Road 
in Pittsburg.
